Section 1 of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 protects all birds. 

Natural England, under powers conferred by the Secretary of State, has authority under section 16(1)(e) of the Act to grant licences to permit the killing of wild birds for the purposes of falconry.  

Licences to kill birds in the course of falconry are normally issued between 1 September and 28 February.  Each licence issued is valid for a maximum total of 50 quarry birds per falcon.

Please note:

· This application form relates only to the killing of wild birds for falconry and not to the taking of any other form of live prey. 

· It does not relate to the use of birds of prey for pest control.  

· It concerns falconry activity in England only.  Applications to carry out falconry in Scotland or Wales should be referred to the Scottish Executive or the Welsh Assembly Government, as appropriate.
